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Using the Internet safely at home

Whilst many Internet Service Providers offer fikering systems and tools to help you safeguard
your child at home, it rernaing surprisingly easy for children to access inappropriate material
including unsuitable text, pictures and movies. Parents are advizad to set the security levals
within Imternet Explorer or other browsars with this in mind. Locating the computer in a family
ares whare possible, not a bedroom will enable you to superviza your son or daughter as they
uga the Intarnet Also consider mobile phones and games consoles and other devices that can
aceess the intemet. However, don’t deny them the opportunity to leam from and enjoy the widse
variety of matarial and games available on the Intemst. Instead discuss with them some simpla
rules for keeping safe online and making sure they understand their importanca.

Simple rules for keeping your child safe

To keep your child safe they should:

# =k permission before using the Intermet and discuss what websites they are using

# only use websites you have chosen together or a child friendly search engine

# only email people they know, (why not considar setting up an address book?)

# ask permizsion before opening an email sant by someons they don't know

# not usa their real name when using games or websites on the Internet, (create a nick name)
& never give out any personal information about themsabves, friends or family online including

home address, phone or maobile numbsr

# never amange to mest someosns they heve ‘met’ on the Intarnet without talking to an adult
first; always take an adult and meet in a public place
# never tall someons they don't know where they go to school or post any

# tall vou immediataly if they see amthing they ars unhappy with. ABUSE

pictures of thamselves in school uniform
# only use a webcarm with paopla they know

Using these rules

Go through these rulas with your child and
pin thern up near to the computer. It is also
a good idea to regularly check the Intarnet
gites your child iz visiting e.g. by clicking on
History and Favouritas. Pleass reassure your
child that you want to keep them safe rather
than take Internet access away from theam.
Create a dialogue and a relationship of
mutual respect as far as the Intarnet is
concarned.
